The Fond du Lac Band of Lake Superior Chippewa (Nagaajiwanaang; where the water

= stops) is one of six Chippewa Indian Bands that make up the Minnesota Chippewa Tribe.
bk The Fond du Lac Reservation was established by the La Pointe Treaty of 1854.
Archaeologists, however, maintain that ancestors of the present-day Chippewa (Ojibwe)
have resided in the Great Lakes areas since 800 A.D. The Band includes 4,200 members.
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
